Connecting With Your Child  
 
This term I will be sharing ways to build connections at home. Why is connection so important to healthy 
development in children?  
Connection makes children feel important. When you tune into  your children, it gives them the message that 
they matter, that they are important, that they are loved, that they are worth your time…and therefore 
connection increases children’s self-esteem. If they are worth your time then they have value! If they are 
worthy of your love, they are lovable! Conversely, if you are not connected, not tuned in, you are 
demonstrating to them that whatever you are connected to has more worth and is more deserving than they 
are.  
Connection becomes internalized and gives children confidence when they are away from you. Building 
connection goes way beyond the moment of connection. It is an experience that becomes part of the child, 
that bolsters them, that helps build ground under their feet. When you build ground through conne ction, the 
ground stays with them even when you are not in their presence.
