School liaise closely with the Local Authority
Attendance and Pupil Welfare Service. Continued
unauthorised absences can lead to legal action being
taken against parents/carers including:

Curfew Orders, Fixed Penalty Notice, Up to a £2000 fine,
Community Service, Court Appointed Parenting Orders
and Imprisonment.

You must complete a holiday request
form from school prior to any holiday
being taken.

Itis important that a form is completed 4 weeks prior to the holiday to enable the
headteacher to consider your request. Helidays will not be authorised except in
exceptional circumstances
